Founded in 1948, Enable Ireland provides services for over 3,700 children and adults with disabilities in Ireland. 
Children attending the service are aged from 0-6 years, live in Co. Cavan, and have physical, sensory and/or learning disabilities or development delay and/or a diagnosis of autistic spectrum disorder or who present with several features of autistic spectrum disorder who require ongoing team-based interventions.

The Early Services Team provides a range of therapy and support services. They aim to enable children and their families to take part in their local communities to a level of their choice. Some sessions are home based while others are centre based, pre-school or school based.
