Founded in 1948, Enable Ireland provides services for over 3,800 children and adults in Ireland..

We believe in independence, choice and inclusion for all people with disabilities and this impacts and informs all of our services. 
Enable Ireland Clare comes under the Mid Western Services region, which caters for over 1,000 children and about 75 adults. 

The Clare service was formed in 1990 as a support group for families and carers of people with physical disabilities. Now located at Unit 2, Clonroad Business Park, Ennis, the branch has developed a wide range of activities and services to meet the needs of children and adults with disabilities and their families in Co. Clare. Centres are based in Ennis and Ennistymon. 
Clare Children’s Services include:
· In partnership with the HSE and other voluntary agencies we provide early intervention and children’s therapy services in the county, through centre based and outreach services. 
· Family Support and Respite Services which provides in home and community based support to children and adults with disabilities. Services include respite, assistance in participating in community activities like bowling, swimming etc. 

Clare Adult Services include:
A wide range of centre and community based programmes using a person centred approach.
This incudes education, independent living training, recreational, sport and social activities,                                                           rehabilitative training and therapy .  The STEPS programme aims to introduce the participant with the principals of Independent Living and Community Integration. 
Fundraising:
Funds raised help to further develop our services to adults with significant disabilities.

Located at 1 High Street, Enable Ireland’s Ennis shop has been generously supported by the people of Clare since it opened its doors 7 years ago. Enable Ireland shops have contributed €15 million nationally to services in the past 10 years.
