Enable Ireland Cork Fact Sheet
Enable Ireland is a leading national organisation providing a range of services to children and adults with disabilities. We offer a range of services and supports in line with the needs and wishes of service user and in partnership with them. Founded in 1948, Enable Ireland now provides services for over 3,800 children and adults. We are committed to a social model of disability. We work to focus on all aspects of an individual’s life in the context of community and society and our core values of person centeredness, equality, integrity, quality, transparency and accountability underpin and guide the way we work.
Enable Ireland Cork: 
In Cork, Children’s Services are provided from the Lavanagh Centre, Ballintemple, a new Adult Service Centre opened on Little island at the end of 2007. The Cork Service is also currently developing a purpose built Adult Respite centre in east Cork which will open in 2008. 
Children’s services are provided for over 370 children and adolescents living in Cork city and county . A further 60 adults are using the adult services and centres. Enable Ireland Cork has been providing service in Cork fro over 50 years
Fundraising:
Funds raised help build a future for our services. In Cork, following our recent developments for adult service users we have plans to develop the children’s service centre to meet the needs of children and families. Plans for the development of a site in Cork city are ain the initial stages and plans to further develop Children’s Services are in the initial stages. 
Cork Children’s Services include:
· Diagnosis, assessment and treatment programmes for babies, children with a range of physical disabilities including Cerebral Palsy, Spina Bifida and Muscular Dystrophy
· Team based interventions including inputs from:

· Physiotherapy 
· Hydrotherapy 
· Occupational Therapy

· Speech & language therapy 

· Nursing 

· Specialist Early Years educators provide expert early education both in the centre and as an outreach into the community pre-school and primary school settings. 

· Respite services

For children in the service we have developed an Eating Drinking and Swallowing team to support families in managing complex difficulties. We continue to develop our clinical expertise through practice and research. We have recently committed to a three year research and practice programme to develop our knowledge and expertise in upper limb assessment and the use of Botox™. Working in partnership with consultant pediatricians in Cork we also are able to offer specialist consultant led clinics in the centre 
Cork Adult Services include:
· Adult training 
· Personal development
· Job coaching
· Supported employment 
· Centre-based Enterprise project, 
· Drama
· Respite services
· Complimentary activities such as Foot, Face and Hand Massage, Aromatherapy, Reflexology and Yoga
Working in partnership with Citizens information services Enable Ireland Adult Services have led the development of an Advocacy post. This post has been recruited to and commenced in 2008 
Enable Ireland Cork Shops:
Located at 32 North Main Street and 33 Oliver Plunkett Street, Enable Ireland’s Cork shops have been generously supported by the people of Cork since 1992 and 1996 respectively. 33 Oliver Plunkett Street Shop was relocated from Princes Street in July 2011. Enable Ireland shops have contributed €
15 million to service provision nationally in the past 10 years.
