Founded in 1948, Enable Ireland provides services for over 3,800 children and adults in Ireland.
We believe in independence, choice and inclusion for all people with disabilities and this impacts and informs all of our services. 

The Galway service centre, based on the Seamus Quirke Road has been in operation since 1996 and forms part of the Enable Ireland Western Region, providing services to over 300 children and about 90 adults. The children’s service provides an integrated team assessment and therapy intervention service for over 300 children with physical and sensory disabilities in Co. Galway and a support service to their families. An Early Intervention Service is provided for children 0-6 years with disabilities through a collaborative model with Enable Ireland, HSE, and the Brothers of Charity services.

Adult services are coordinated from the centre. 
Fundraising 
Funds raised help build a future for our services - essentials like new and improved services centres, pre-school equipment, assistive technology, play areas and hydrotherapy treatment pools. In Galway, the long awaited Hydrotherapy pool was officially opened in December 2008. However, there is still a funding shortfall, for which fundraising in ongoing.
