Enable Ireland is a leading national organisation providing a range of services to children and adults with disabilities across the country. It is the mission of Enable Ireland to enable those who use the services to achieve maximum independence, choice and inclusion in their communities. We do this by offering a range of services and supports in line with the needs and wishes of service user and in partnership with them. Founded in 1948, Enable Ireland now provides services for over 3,800 children and adults. 

Enable Ireland is committed to a social model of disability. We work to focus on all aspects of an individual’s life in the context of community and society and our core values of person centeredness, equality, integrity, quality, transparency and accountability underpin and guide the way we work 

Enable Ireland Kerry: 

Enable Ireland Kerry opened the Christy Brown Centre in 1993. Enable Ireland provides services to children living in Co Kerry, with a primary physical disability, who require the ongoing supports of a team based interventions. 
Aware of the changing and emerging needs to further develop services for people with disabilities this was followed in 1998 with the establishment of the Adult Training Centre offering a local service that is integrated with mainstream educational, employment and social opportunities. 
Fundraising: 
Funds raised help build a future for our services - essentials like new and improved services centres. In Kerry a state of the art new Children’s centre at Oakview, Tralee was officially opened in March 2010. The Adult Service opened a new purpose built premises in 2003 in the heart of Tralee town. These facilities were made possible by the generous donations of the people of Kerry and funds donated continue to be used to meet the shortfall in funding for this project. 
Kerry Children’s Services include

· Diagnosis, assessment and treatment programmes for babies, children with a range of physical disabilities including Cerebral Palsy, Spina Bifida and Muscular Dystrophy
· Team based interventions including inputs from:

· Physiotherapy incl. hydrotherapy 

· Occupational Therapy

· Speech & language therapy 

· Specialist Early Years educators provide expert early education both in the centre and as an outreach into the community pre-school and primary school settings. 

· Family Support Services 
For children in the service we have developed skills Eating Drinking and Swallowing and assistive Technology to support families in managing complex difficulties. We also work in partnership with Enable Irelands’ Eastern Regional Postural Management Team to provide bespoke seating services for children in our Kerry Service
