Enable Ireland Kilkenny was established in 1980 as a support group for parents of children with cerebral palsy. The branch identified the need for the establishment of a centre-based service, providing comprehensive day services for children with cerebral palsy and other identified developmental delay.
The Centre, which opened in 1981, is dedicated to the memory of the late Mary O’Neill, a founder member of the Kilkenny Branch who made an invaluable contribution to the development of services and to the Branch up to her death in 1983.
Enable Ireland Kilkenny are the early intervention service providers contracted by the Health Services Executive to provide day services to children aged 0-6 years of age who are identified with developmental delay or who are identified with sensory/intellectual disabilities and provide therapy intervention services to children identified with primary physical disability up to the age of 18 years or on completion of second level education, working together with the children, their parents and families to provide a range of services that, within available resources, best meet their identified need.

In Kilkenny, the services will continue to use fundraising resources to maintain and expand early intervention and therapeutic input to children and their families.
