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Enable Ireland Meath Fact Sheet
Enable Ireland Meath Services commenced in 2000 and we now provide services to children and adults across the County.
Enable Ireland Meath Early Services provide services for 
· Children under 6 years of age who live in County Meath Community Care area (as dictated by the Public Health Nurse Areas); and
· Present with a physical, sensory, learning disability/query disability or developmental delay, or a diagnosis of SSLI, a diagnosis of ASD or features of autism; and
· Require ongoing team-based interventions (for needs related to their disability / query disability.
We have 4 centres for children’s services in County Meath based in Trim, Dunshaughlin, Navan and Kells.  Adult Services are also provided in Meath.  These services are provided in Centres, in the family home and in the local community.  In 2010 Meath Early Services worked with over 800 children and their families.
Children’s Services in Meath:
Early Services Meath provides therapy and support services for children from birth to 6 years of age with disabilities or developmental delay such as Down syndrome, autism, cerebral palsy.  Children and families have access to both group and individual intervention.  
We assist children in their overall development in the area of 

· Communication, 

· Attention and listening

· Self-help skills

· Play skills

· Readiness for pre-school and school

· Toileting

· Mobility, movement, balance & co-ordination.

We also promote and facilitate children to integrate into their local communities and provide information, support and training to parents.  

Teams include:


· Clinical Psychology

· Occupational Therapy 

· Physiotherapy

· Speech and Language Therapy 

· Social Work

· Liaison Nurse
· Child & Family Support Worker

Adult Services in Meath:

We provide Personal Assistant services to support individuals with disabilities to access education, sport, business and employment.  This may also involve providing support within the home.  Some of the services include:
· Personal Assistant Supports for people with physical and sensory disabilities and acquired brain injury

· Individualized Transport needs by having access to two service vehicles 
· supporting people with a disability to live independently in partnership with Meath Disability Action Group and Genio.
In 2010 we provides services to 20 adults.
Fundraising
Funds raised will help build a future for our services by purchasing sensory equipment, improve services centres and play areas.

Early Services moved into a larger facility in Navan and additional equipment is now required for this building.  Adult Services require funding to update and support our transport costs.
Enable Ireland Meath Shop:

Located at Unit 2, Kennedy Road, Enable Ireland’s Navan shop has been generously supported by the people of Meath since it opened its doors in 1997. Enable Ireland retail has contributed over €15 million  nationally to services over the past 10 years.
