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Enable Ireland Monaghan Fact Sheet

Enable Ireland Monaghan Services commenced in 2003.  In 2010 Monaghan Early Services worked with 116 children and their families.

In Monaghan services are provided for Children aged from 0-6 years, who live in Monaghan Community Care Area, and present with physical, sensory, learning disabilities, developmental delay or autistic spectrum disorder and who require ongoing team-based interventions.
Children’s Services in Monaghan:

Early Services Monaghan provides therapy and support services for children from birth to 6 years of age with disabilities or developmental delay such as Down syndrome, autism, cerebral palsy.  Children and families have access to both group and individual intervention.  
We assist children in their overall development in the area of 

· Communication, 

· Attention and listening

· Self-help skills

· Play skills

· Readiness for pre-school and school

· Toileting

· Mobility, movement, balance & co-ordination.

We also promote and facilitate children to integrate into their local communities and provide information, support and training to parents.
