Founded in 1948, Enable Ireland provides services for over 3,800 children and adults in Ireland.
We believe in independence, choice and inclusion for all people with disabilities and this impacts and informs all of our services. 
In North Tipperary Enable Ireland has been providing family support and respite services to children and adults with disabilities since 1997. Services are currently provided for approximately 160 children with intellectual, physical & sensory and autism spectrum disabilities in North Tipperary. 
Fundraising
Funds raised help to develop our Family Support and Respite service with the addition of a residential and social  centre in Nenagh which will provide residential respite services to families with children with disabilities in North Tipperary. This has been made possible through the provision of a site by Nenagh Town Council, and the work of our voluntary fundraising team.  This facility will cost €1.2 million to build and will provide state of the art therapeutic and recreational facilities, kitchen and living areas, social venue and bedrooms. 
Chairperson of Sunderland FC Niall Quinn has kindly agreed to be patron of this new facility.
